ROLE SUMMARY:

The LUSU Food Resource Centre (FRC) provides short-term emergency food to Lakehead
University students in need and explores long-term solutions to combat food insecurity at
Lakehead University. In addition, the Food Resource Centre strives to destigmatize accessing
food support, stimulate conversations about factors affecting food (in)security, healthy eating
and barriers, and implement solutions and partnerships with stakeholders to make Lakehead
University a more food-secure campus.

The Lakehead University Student Union’s (LUSU) is looking for a passionate, responsible and
engaged student to hire as the Thunder Bay Food Resource Centre Assistant. This person will
work closely with the Director of Food Security to plan engaging programming for the fall and
winter school term and aid in running the Centre’s daily operations.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES:

● Become knowledgeable through training on various resources and aspects of LUSU
and Lakehead University

● Assist in day-to-day operations of the Centre
● Assist in volunteer recruitment and supervision of volunteers
● Assist with the organization, and preparation of programs and events
● Work with the Food Resource Centre Coordinator to advocate and lobby within the

University and Thunder Bay community in order to raise awareness of food insecurity
among students and in the community
